PRESENTATIONS
Michael Traynor, Publisher of the Savannah Morning News, and Dr. Howard Zaren,  Medical Director of the Nancy N. and J.C. Lewis Cancer & Research Pavilion at St. Joseph's/Candler, appeared to receive a letter from Mayor Johnson  recognizing October as “Breast Cancer Awareness Month” in Savannah.  Mr. Traynor outlined the activities for Breast Cancer Awareness Month and Dr. Zaren outlined the programs at the Research Center and his goal to reach out to minority and rural communities who suffer for lack of resourses, education and screening to improve their survival rate.  He along with the Center has initiated an aggressive program and is appreciative for the community support.  Alderman Osborne stated she was an employee of St. Joseph and she is glad to see that they are continuing to lead the way in the medical community.
LEGISLATIVE REPORTS
As advertised, the following alcoholic license petitions were heard. No one appeared in objection to the issuance of the licenses and upon motion of Alderman Johnson, seconded by Alderman Felser and carried, they were approved:

Ketan Patel t/a Mahi Food Mart, Ketan Patel t/a Mahi Food Mart, requesting to transfer a beer (package)license from Mahesh B. Patel t/a Sandfly BP at 5411 White Bluff Road, whichis located between DeRenne Avenue and Linden Drive in District 5. (Newowner.) 
Rekha Patel t/a Discount Corner II, requesting to transfer a beer and wine (package) license from Phu D. Nguyen at 1521 E. Anderson Street, which is located between Dieter Street and Bee Road in District 2.
Richard Kessler for Forsyth Park, LP d/b/a Forsyth Park Cafe, requesting a liquor,
beer and wine (drink) license with Sunday sales at 621 Drayton Street, which is located
between Gaston Street and Park Avenue in District 2. (New location.) Recommend
approval. Alderman Felser asked the City Manager to give a brief on this project. 
Alderman Thomas asked the City Manager to give a brief report on the progress of the

Amy Lynn Stafford for Universe Management, LLC d/b/a The Wormhole, requesting to add a liquor (drink) license at 2307 Bull Street, which has a beer and wine (drink) license and is located between 39th and 40th Streets in District 5. (Adding liquor) Recommend approval. The church moved.
Joseph P. Feege for Sugar Daddys d/b/a Sugar Daddys, requesting a liquor, beer and wine (drink) license at 109 Jefferson Street, which is located between State and Broughton Streets in District 1. (New location.)

Ben A. Rozier for TRB Ventures, LLC d/b/a D.I. Grill, requesting Sunday sales and hybrid permits at 7102 Abercorn Street, which has a liquor, beer and wine (drink) license and is located between Eisenhower Drive and Stephenson Avenue in District 4. (Continued from July 2, 2009.) Council requested that several issues at the location be reviewed within 90 days to include Sunday sales, parking, screening, and occupancy. In accordance with that action, this item has been placed on the agenda. However, our review is not complete. In order to complete this review, the item should be placed on the agenda for your meeting of December 3, 2009.  City Manager Brown said this was an item before Council fairly recently and at that time the City Council granted an alcohol beverage license which did not include Sunday sales.  City Council asked that this be brought back within a 90 day period and additional review was need to assure they met the requirements for Sunday sales and several other tests including adequate parking, fencing and screening and the occupancy level of the club.  Revenue has conducted a review of the establishment and not all the issues are resolved.  We have a little over 30 days of data on food sales and while the establishment met that requirement for the 30 day period, Council said at the last meeting it would take more than 30 days to verify its eligibility for Sunday sales.  Some of the other criteria have not been made and Buddy Clay is working with them on those issues.  It on the agenda today, but he recommends a 60 day delay to a date certain to conclude the rest of the review and the Sunday sales application can also be considered at that time.  Mr. Rozier appeared with his consultant Mr. Kicklighter appeared.  Mr. Kicklighter said Mr. Rozier is the new owner of new restaurant D I Grill.  On Monday, September 21, 2009 he met with Mr. Buddy Clay and he informed him that he would place Mr. Rozier request on the agenda today and at that time he would also be recommendating the approval of the request.  He left that meeting excited and he sent Mr. Rozier a text that abiding by the City’s laws have paid off and staff was recommending approval.  On June 18, 2009 Mr. Rozier appeared before Council requesting to transfer a liquor, beer and wine (drink) license and it was delayed until July 2, 2009 at which time Alderman Stuber made a motion to” approve the City Manager’s recommendation with one minor change, that the review of the hybrid (the Sunday sales , the occupancy and parking issues be completed within 90 days.  This was seconded by Alderman Sprague and then Alderman Stuber stated that the intent of the motion is that you all can get it done as soon as you can but no longer than 90 day.  A vote was taken and the motion carried.”   These quotes were taken directly from the City’s approved Minutes of that meeting.  On August 31, 2009, Mr. Rozier took ownership of the D. I. Grill and on that same day he hand delivered a letter, dated August 31, 2009 to Mr. Clay’s office and it was received by Judy Tredwell.  On September 10, 2009 a letter from Nicole Brantley, Revenue Compliance Analysis to Mr. Rozier states that a Sunday sales review was scheduled on September 17, 2009 and the period of sales review was July 2, 2009 through September 2, 2009.  They met with Mr. Buddy Clay and explained to him how the ownership turned over on August 31 and Mr. Rozier will be happy to present the numbers of charges for food sales from the date that he actually owned the establishment moving forward.  He left there with an understanding that he could not present numbers until he actually owned the business.  On September 17 the Revenue Department met with Mr. Rozier at the D I Grill and they conducted the “Sunday sales eligibility review.”  This past Monday, September 21, he went to Mr. Clay’s office and he was informed it would be on the agenda and all the records looks good and matched critiera and he would be recommended today that you approve the application.  Mayor Johnson said Mr. Clay would be making his recommendation to the City Manager and not to Council.  Mr. Kicklighter said he believes the timing of the recommendation is in response to the Council’s direction on July2, 2009. We are now 84 days later from the second meeting and the City Revenue Department has responded to the Council’s direction and up until 10:10 a.m., they were prepared to recommend approval.  Five others licenses were earlier approved and once again staff is recommended a delay of this license.  Mayor Johnson wanted to clear up his presentation is as if there are no sales at all.  This only concerns the Sunday sales license.  Therefore, six days a week, Mr. Rozier is selling alcohol at his establishment.  Today is Sunday sales only and the ability to operate as a hybrid only.  He also would like for the City Manager to explain how items are placed on the agenda as no staff member can tell Mr. Kicklighter that something is going to be on Council agenda with a recommendation as it only comes through the City Manager.  Mr. Kicklighter if Council choose to do what is recommended today, it would be a total of six months that Mr. Rozier’s request would be delayed.  His client purchased a new business and he is trying his best to turn his business in a restaurant similar to a Spanky’s or Applebee’s Sports Bar and Grill facility, whereby by they can watch football games on Sunday and have a drink if they choose.  He believes Mr. Rozier his being forced to keep the facility in more of a night club mode so he can pay the bill.  Every Sunday that passes he is loosing tons of money. He is wondering what games are being play with his livelihood. They were blown away with his current recommendation.  He hopes Council will hold to a recommendation according to the motion made on July 2, 2009.  Mr. Rozier should be given a break as a new business owner who understands laws and ordinances.  He is a former Mayor of a neighboring city and if he does not uphold the City’s ordinance he will be discipline and he does not want to be know as someone who violates City ordinances.  He has provided the city staff will all the information requested of him. He kept hearing about the history of this location, but if we took into account the history of Savannah we would not have church bells in the city.  Mr. Rozier is a new owner and should not be held accountable for past behavior in this establishment.  He is making his best effort to operate a sound and responsible business.  Mayor Johnson asked the City Manager to deal with the procedural matters.  City Manager Brown said it is staff responsibility to make a recommendation and the City Manager’s responsibility under the Charter to present an agenda with recommendation to the City Council.  He don’t need to defend Mr. Clay, because he understand the procedure.  City Council doesn’t tell us what recommendation to make and when we given them the decision to affirm or deny is left up to Council.  The reason he recommended what he did on this application is after looking at 30 days of experience he made a judgement that it is probably not long enough to see if it meet the Sunday sales requirements.  If Council decides that it is long enough, it would be fine with Council.  He is not sure the parking or screening has been resolve.  The question is whether this establishment meets the requirement for Sunday sales for a hybrid and the other test.  He has not seen those requirements met and they are at the discretion of Council.  Alderman Johnson apologized for them hoping for resolution today, but the recommendation of the City Manager takes into account various recommendations and input  for other departments.  We must assure that this location with the history as we know it, those issues of parking and zoning are adequately address.  He is not sure 30 days is enough to establish this as being a restaurant.  Mr. Kicklighter responded that some of the policy seems not to treat everyone equally.  Mayor Johnson said it really rankle him with these charges.  Alderman Osborne said that most assurerly Mr. Kicklighter understand the political policy process and to Mr. Rozier Council does not have preferential treatment in terms of meeting this hybrid recommendation.  She asked Mr. Rozier if he know he had not completed all the requirements with regards to the issues outlined by the City Manager.  Mr. Rozier said the policy stated that a new business requires that an affidavit be signed saying they intent to provide 50% food and 50% alcohol sales.  He is willing to sign it, but he was placed on a 90 day probational period because of other problems with the previous establishment.  He has about a month of ownership, but have been involved in the operation of the business for 2009.  He has met with the staff and given a list of things to accomplish and he completed each requirement.  He made a purchase of the business and he has invested personal funds and the business is not performing as he has hoped.  It is a Sports Entertainment Center with will be available to patrons on Sunday.  He has secure a chef out of New Orleans and have changed the menu.  He is running for Council in the City of Bloomingdale and he does not want anything negative coming from the City of Savannah on his business.  He has operated a business at the Savannah Airport for over 8 years.  He has not had one complaints from the staff or Airport Commission.  The same has been adhered to over the last 30 days at his present location.  Changes in the staff and the operation of this business has been made.  He has hired off-duty police officers to maintain order.  He will hire all the police officer necessary to operate a safe business.  Alderman Felser did not think anything has been done arbitary or discrimatory for this business and for a compromise, why could we not have this back to Council before Thanksgiving.  Mr. Clay said his staff was only able to review 30 days and Mr. Rozier has introduced good recording and financial controls supporting his deposit and transition.  When they met with Mr. Kicklighter, we were relatively impressed, but the 30 days feel short of the 90 day requirement of Council.  Because the business was on target, he felt they could make a favorable recommendation, but will need September and October receipts.  Mr. rosier did not take over the business until August 1.  This is the last day before the 90 days.  With a new business we allow them to sign an affidavit and give them 12 months.  Mr. Rozier has a transfer license, application for a  restaurant ,hybrid with Sunday sales.  There was also concerns from the Police Chef.  The business is on track and he is making an effort to turn the business in the right direction.  Alderman Sprague asked if the parking, occupancy and police have been resolved.  Mr. Clay said he does not believe the issue with the parking has been resolved.  It was his understanding that mr. Rozier was to issue an agreement with the Holiday Inn for additional parking which should come to 50 identfiable parking spaces for an occupancy of 190.  Mayor Johnson read from the Minutes the following” this delayed period could be shorten to 60 days as 30 would not be adequate to demonstrate their ability to be a hybrid and to be able to do Sunday sales”  It further states by Alderman Stuber “ the intent of the motion is that you all can get it done as soon as you can but no longer than 90 days”.  Mayor Johnson said if the 30 days have shown they are on tract, what about having this come back in 60 days, which is 30 days less.  Alderman Felser moved for approval of  the Mayor’s recommendation, which was seconded by Alderman Sprague.  Alderman Johnson added that the questions on zoning should also be addressed along with the other concerns.  Alderman Jones said it was indicated that based on the motion of Alderman Stuber and someone saying that we are now at 84 days, the requirements have been met.  Mayor Johnson said Mr. Rozier took control of the business on August 1, 2009 and this is now September 24.  Alderman Jones aid then that is the technicality and the requirements according to what has been said by the Mayor has not been met.  Alderman  Osborne called the question.  Alderman Jackson said also at issue was the parking concerns and this timeframe will allow for Mr. Rozier to speak with the representative of Holiday Inn.  The motion was to include a day certain and the City Manager said the 30 day period would by October 22, 2009.  Mr. Kicklighter said they have a letter from the next door neighbor, allowing Mr. Rozier to use parking.  Mayor Johnson said he ruled this out of order as we received a call for the question.  Alderman Felser said the motion is amended to the date certain as October 22, 2009.  This was seconded by Alderman Sprague and carried.
TRAFFIC ENGINEERING REPORTS

Parking on Price Street between E. Gordon and Hartridge Streets.  In April of 2009 a request was made by St. John Baptist Church, located at 522 – 528 Hartridge Street, to allow parking along Price Street during church services, due to the large number of people attending.  Services are held on Sundays and Bible Study is held on Tuesday evenings.  A trial period took place from May 2009 to the present, during which time parking has been permitted. The segment of Price Street between E. Taylor Street and Hartridge Street is located on the neighborhood boundary between the South Historic District and Beach Institute.  In addition to the services being held at St. John, nearby St. Benedict the Moor Catholic Church also has several services during the week, and the supply of parking in the area is limited.  This has resulted in church members having to park in nearby residential areas. The Beach Institute Neighborhood Association was in unanimous support of the proposal.  There have been no complaints, and there have been no reported accidents related to the on street parking.   The City Manager stated that because there have been no complaints and it is working well, he recommends that parking be permitted on the east side of Price Street south of E. Taylor Street to Hartridge Street during church services only.  Parking Services concurs with this recommendation.  Upon motion of Alderman Johnson, seconded by Alderman Felser, the recommendation was approved.  Ordinance to cover will be drawn up for presentation at the next meeting of Council.

 BIDS, CONTRACTS AND AGREEMENTS 
Upon motion of Alderman Osborne, seconded by Alderman Felser and carried, the following bids, contracts and agreements were approved:

Cube Van – One Time Purchase – Bid No. 09.214. Approval to procure one cube van from J.C. Lewis Ford in the amount of $37,136.00. The van will be used by Cultural Affairs to replace #4609 which is no longer economical to repair or operate. Funds are available in the 2009 Budget, Account No. 613-6230-51515.
Rights-of-Way Acceptance from Chatham County.  In June 2008, the County requested
that the City accept ownership of all of Benton Boulevard and Jimmy DeLoach Parkway
within the City.  At that time, neither roadway met the City’s standards for  acceptance, 
and the County was given a list of issues which needed to be addressed.  
All of the issues
involving Jimmy DeLoach Parkway have been satisfactorily addressed; however, most of 
Benton Boulevard south of Jimmy DeLoach Parkway still does not meet City criteria.
The sub-base has failed and there are numerous potholes. Therefore, we recommend only
accepting the northern segment of Benton Boulevard.  Authorization was given to
execute the revised Chatham County resolutions to transfer to the City the 3.6 mile
section of Jimmy DeLoach Parkway and the northern end of Benton Boulevard from a
point 800 feet south of Jimmy DeLoach Parkway.  
Fertilizer, Grass Seed and Miscellaneous Items – Annual Contract Renewal –Bid No. 09.238. Renewing annual contract to procure fertilizer, grass seed and miscellaneous items from Vereens Turf Products in the amount of $208,351.70 and Pennington Seed Company in the amount of $42,560.00 for a total of $250,911.70. The fertilizer, insecticides, herbicides and grass seeds are needed by Park and Tree, Buildings and Grounds and the Savannah Airport to maintain parks and right-of-ways. The low bidder meeting specifications was selected for each line item. Item 10 is not recommended for award at this time. This is a unit price contract. Actual expenditures are estimated to be approximately $107,000.00. Funds are available in the 2009 Budget, Account No. 101-2102-51320 and 101-6120 51320. 
Fall Tree Procurement – One Time Purchase – Bid No. 09.162. Approval to procure various trees from Moon’s Tree Farm (212 trees) in the amount of $18,394.00, Bold Springs Nursery (333 trees) in the amount of $27,723.00 and Pineland Nursery (497 trees) in the amount of $13,371.00 for a total amount of $59,488.00. The 1,042 trees will be used by the Park and Tree Department to plant in various City parks and right-of-ways.  The low bidder meeting specifications was selected for each variety of trees.
Funds are available in the 2009 Budget, Account No. 101-2102-51320. 
Fiber Extension to Waters Avenue Police Precinct Building – Sole Source –Requisition No. 09172891. Approval to procure fiber cable and installation from AT&T in the amount of $49,109.16. The fiber will be installed from the intersection of Henry Street and Waters Avenue for the future police precinct building. Pricing is based on unit costs for the Fiber to the Squares contract #08.292 approved in Council on January 28, 2009. Funds are available in the 2009 Budget, Account No. 311-9207-52842.
Robot System for Savannah-Chatham Metropolitan Police Department – One Time Purchase – Bid No. 09.199. Approval to procure a robot system from Foster-Miller, Inc. in the amount of $181,914.00. The robot, night vision camera, thermal camera shock tube initiator and accessories will be used by the Metropolitan Police Department Bomb Disposal Unit for detection and disposal of bombs or hazardous materials. Funds are available in the 2009 Budget, Account No. 213-3114-51520.   Original robot was on loan and this would be our first purchase.
1750 KW Generator & Transfer Switch – One Time Purchase - Bid No.09.144. Approval to procure a 1750 KW generator installed from Rabey Electric in the amount of $624,767.00. The generator and related electrical work will be installed at the Civic Center and will be used to provide backup power to the entire Civic Center, including the Information Technology (IT) Data Center being moved to that facility. This will provide emergency power for the Emergency Coordination Center in the Civic Center during disasters and provide power to the City’s IT network in case of power outage
Meter Boxes and Lids – Annual Contract Renewal – Bid No. 09.209.

Renewing an annual contract to procure meter boxes and lids from HD Supply in the amount of $106,823.00, Delta Municipal in the amount of $28,411.00 and Ferguson Enterprises in the amount of $1,911.50. The meter boxes and lids are maintained in inventory at the Central Warehouse and used by Water Distribution for new connections to the water system and to replace those that are damaged.Funds are available in the 2009 Budget, Account No. 521-2553-51340. 
Sanitation Truck Chassis – Sole Source – Requisition No. 09193235.

Approval to procure six refuse truck chassis from Crane CarrierCompany in the amount   of $722,022.00. The chassis will be used by Sanitation to replace #0707, 0708, 0708, 0712, 0715 and 0718 which are no Longer   economical to repair or operate. Funds are available in the 2009 Budget, Account No. 613-9230-51515. 
Severe Duty Rear Loader Bodies – One Time Purchase – Requisition No.

09193236. Approval to procure six rear loader refuse bodies from Consolidated Disposal Systems, Inc. in the amount of $350,400.00. The bodies will be used by Sanitation to replace #0707, 0708, 0709, 0712, 0712, 0715 and 0718 which are no longer economical to operate or repair. The bodies will be mounted on chassis provided by Crane Carrier.
Funds are available in the 2009 Budget, Account No. 613-230-51515. 
Cart Flippers for Sanitation Trucks – Sole Source – Requisition No. 09193239. Approval to procure twelve 12 cart flippers from Consolidated Disposal in the amount of $32,100.00. The flippers will be installed on six new sanitations trucks. Funds are available in the 2009 Budget, Account No. 613-9230-51515. 
Access Control Systems – RFP No. 09.152. Approval to procure an access control system and visitor monitoring software from Net planner Systems in the amount of $66,647.80. The proposed system will be installed in City Hall, Broughton Municipal Building, Development Services Building, Kerry Street Facility, and the IT Data Center initially, and replaces older systems that are antiquated, problematic, and proprietary.  Funds are available in the 2009 Budget, Account No. 612-9240-51510. 

Towing of Class II Vehicles – Annual Contract Renewal – Bid No. 09.241. Renewing an annual contract to procure towing of class II vehicles from Jackson Brothers Car Care Center in the amount of $29,340.50. The towing services will be used by Vehicle Maintenance to transport inoperable heavy equipment such as street sweepers and garbage trucks. Funds are available in the 2009 Budget, Account No. 611-1130-51286. 
Corrosion Control Additive – Annual Contract Renewal – Bid No. 09.239.

Renewing an annual contract to procure corrosion control additive from Pristine Water Supply Solutions in the amount of $120,000.00. The corrosion control additive is needed in the City’s water distribution system. Funds are available in the 2009 Budget, Account No. 531-2581-51323.
Truck/Tractor with 5th Wheel – One Time Purchase – Bid No. 09.212. Approval to procure one truck/tractor with fifth wheel from Savannah Freightliner Sterling in the amount of $85,234.00. The truck will be utilized by Stormwater to replace #7201 which is no longer economical to repair or operate. Funds are available in the 2009 Budget, Account No. 613-9230-51515.
Rehabilitate Taxiways B North, B2, C3, and E1 Project – Summary Change

Order – Savannah/Hilton Head International Airport. The Savannah Airport Commission requests approval of a Summary Change Order with R.B. Baker Construction, Inc. in a deductive amount of $88,761.93 for the Rehabilitate Taxiways B North, B2, C3  and E1 project. This project repaired and/or repaved four taxiways that had reached the end of their service life. The contract award based on estimated unit quantities of work was $733,686.25. After all work was satisfactorily completed, field measurements of the actual quantities used in the job included additions and deducts which totaled to a net deduction of <$88,761.93> for a revised final contract price of $644,924.32. The unused funds from the Airport Improvement Program (AIP) entitlements-funded project will remain in the Airport’s account for use on a future project.
Water and Sewer Agreement – St. Andrews on the Marsh Unified Campus Plan Phase 1B. St. Andrews on the Marsh, Inc. has requested a water and sewer agreement for St. Andrews on the Marsh Unified Campus Plan Phase 1B. The water and sewer systems have adequate capacity to serve this development at 601 Penn Waller Road. The agreement is consistent with policy directives given by the Mayor and Aldermen and has been reviewed and approved by the City Attorney for legal format. 
Water and Sewer Agreement – Hampton Inn and Suites. Savannah Hospitality Services, LLC has requested a water and sewer agreement for Hampton Inn and Suites. The water and sewer systems have adequate capacity to serve this 47.47-equivalent residential unit development on Stephen S. Green Drive. The agreement is consistent with policy directives given by the Mayor and Aldermen and has been reviewed and approved by the City Attorney for legal format.
Water and Sewer Agreement – Debra Road  Forcemain. Edward L. Cawley and Florence W. Cawley have requested a water and sewer agreement for Debra Road Forcemain. The water and sewer systems have adequate capacity to serve this residential unit development at 213 Debra Road. The agreement is consistent with policy directives given by the Mayor and Aldermen and has been reviewed and approved by the City Attorney for legal format. 
Alderman Jackson stated that Alderman Thomas had to excuse himself to attend a committee meeting for the National League of Cities.  Also, he was recently appointed to the GMA Board of directors replacing Mayor Hatcher.
Alderman Jeff Felser stated that the Jewish Holiday begins this weekend and it is a time of atonement for health, happiness and prosperity.

Alderman Sprague again requested information concerning “dropped trousers” by young men in the City and if we are looking at other places for similar ordinances to address this issue.  Alderman Jackson stated she agrees and well as Alderman Felser that information should be brought back to Council on this issue.

Mayor Johnson reported that Council had a very production workshop this morning on the creation of an International Cabinet similar to Charlotte, North Carolina.  He has appointed Aldermen Jackson and Stuber to head a work group to study this proposal.  The citizens will hear more on this at a later date.

Mayor Johnson stated that there seems to be miscommunication between staff and citizens in reference to recommendation made to Council on agenda items.  He asked City Manager Brown to reaffirm with his staff that they should carefully explain the procedure to avoid the reoccurrences of what happen today with the alcoholic beverage license hearing, where they felt the Council received a recommendation from the staff instead of the staff making a recommendation to the City Manager and the only recommendation the Council receives on the agenda is the final one made by the City Manager.  City Manager Brown stated he will accept the Mayor recommendation, but do not think that under these circumstances there was a misrepresentation of the facts.  Mayor Johnson stated that may be so, but it has occurred in the past, so this will reaffirm the policy.  Alderman Osborne agreed that many who come before Council have selected interpretation.
There being no further business, Mayor Johnson declared this meeting of Council adjourned.
