BULK ITEMS

+ Bulk items are collected weekly on the resident’s
trash collection day. You are nét required to
schedule this service.

+ Bulk items taking less than 5 minutes to service will
be collected at no charge.

¢ Bulk items taking more than 5 minutes will be
charged a fee per the City of Savannah Revenue
Ordinance.

+ Place bulk items at the regular point of collection
with the Sanitation Deparfment’s refuse (green)
carts on your scheduled collection day.
